Please note: the following instructions refer to the income
portion of the Senior Freeze Exemption application.

The amounts written on each line must include your
income and the income of all individuals who used
the property as a principal residence in 2015.

Line A — Social Security and SSI benefits

Write the total gross amount of any retirement, disability
or survivor’s benefits (including Medicare deductions) the
entire household received from the Social Security
Administration. You must also include any Supplemental
Security Income (SSI) the entire household received and
any benefits to dependent children in the household. Do
not include reimbursements under Medicare/Medicaid for
medical expenses.

SENIOR FREEZE EXEMPTION INFORMATION

Please review before completing your Senior Freeze Exemption application.

Who is eligible?

To qualify for the 2015 Senior Freeze Exemption you must:
-Be 65 years of age or older in 2015

-have a total household income of no more
than $55,000 for 2014;
- have used the property as your principal place of
residence on January 1, 2014 and January 1, 2015;
- own the property, or have legal, equitable or
leasehold interest in the property on January 1,
2014 and January 1, 2015, and

- be liable for the payment of 2014 and 2015 property
taxes

If your spouse died in 2015 and would have qualified for the
exemption in 2015 and you meet all of the above
requirements except the age requirement, you are eligible
for this exemption for 2015 and possibly were for 2014
Please contact our office for further information.

If you previously received this exemption and now reside in
a nursing home and if your property is unoccupied, or is
occupied by your spouse, you may be eligible if the other
requirements are met.

Residents of cooperative apartment buildings or cooperative
life-care facilities may qualify for this exemption if they are
liable for the payment of property taxes on their residence
and meet the other requirements.

What is a household?

A household means all persons, including the applicant’s
spouse, who used the residence of the applicant as their
principal residence on January 1, 2015.

When must | file?

This form must be filed each year in order to continue to
receive this exemption. The eligibility requirements listed
under “Who is eligible” must be met each year.

Note: Additional documentation (i.e., birth certificates, tax
returns, etc.) may be required to verify the information in this
application.
